
A Delta Dental beneÞ t feature that lets you 
roll over part  of your unused spending in 
one year to increase your beneÞ ts  for the 
following year, and beyond. 

Rollover Max rules and details:
¥  If you disenroll from your plan (for example, if you 

marry and enroll under your spouseÕs plan),  you will 
lose your current rollover balance/amount.

¥  Rollover Max does not apply to lifetime maximums that may 
 exist (such as orthodontics). Your beneÞ ts administrator can 
tell you  if your plan includes any lifetime maximums.  

¥  If your dental plan does not cover major restorative 
services, you are not eligible for Rollover Max.

¥  Eligibility for Rollover Max accrual  is based on your 
beneÞ t year.*

¥   If you enroll after the beginning  of the fourth quarter 
of the beneÞ t period, you will not be eligible  to begin 
rollover accrual until the beginning of your groupÕs 
next beneÞ t period.

¥  Claims not received by the last day  of the calendar 
year may affect any Rollover Max dollars deposited 
in January of the following year.  If claims for services 
covered in  the prior year are received after the date 
the maximum is calculated,  the calculation will be 
adjusted accordingly.

* Rollover Max amounts for groups with plan years (           for example, July 

to June rather than the calendar year) will be calculated during that 

plan year (July to June).    
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Rollover Max is easy 
and automatic.
¥  To qualify for Rollover Max, you must receive at least one 

cleaning or one oral exam in the plan year. If you donÕt 
receive a cleaning or exam, you wonÕt be eligible to roll 
over any of your beneÞ t dollars to the following year.   

¥  In addition, your paid claims must not exceed the 
maximum ÒthresholdÓ  amount of your current annual 
plan maximum (see chart inside brochure).

¥  Once you qualify, a portion of your unused annual 
maximum beneÞ t dollars will roll over for use in your 
next plan year and beyond. This amount varies based  on 
your annual maximum beneÞ t payment (see chart inside 
brochure).  

¥  Annual maximum dollars are used Þ rst. Rollover Max 
dollars are used  after the annual maximum is met.
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With Rollover Max from 
Delta Dental, you wonÕt
lose what you donÕt use.

Thanks to Rollover Max from Delta Dental, 

thereÕs good news if you donÕt hit your 

maximum dental beneÞ t limit during the year.

This valuable beneÞ t feature allows you to 

roll over a portion of your unused spending 

to increase your maximum beneÞ t limit 

next year, and beyond. So, you can save and 

accumulate part of your unused beneÞ t dollars 

from a healthy year and use it for larger, more 

expensive procedures in the futureÑsuch as 

bridges, crowns, and root canals.

Rollover Max increases your dental beneÞ t value.
You get more ß exibility in planning and paying for your dental care, as well as the peace of mind knowing you have more 
beneÞ tsÑif you need them, when you need them. Best of all, Rollover Max comes as part of your Delta Dental coverage.

How Rollover Max works.
The chart below shows how Rollover Max is calculated based on various annual maximum beneÞ t levels. Annual maximum 
amounts vary by plan, so check with your companyÕs beneÞ ts administrator to Þ nd out what your planÕs annual maximum 
beneÞ t amount is.

Deductibles and Maximums.

¥  The rollover amount for each member will 
be listed under Rollover Maximum Available.

¥  This is the amount available once your planÕs 
annual maximum has been satisÞ ed.
